(A) "Exhibition" meansany of the following:

Q) A show or sale of livestock at afair or elsewhere that is sponsored by or under the control of
acounty or independent agricultura society organized under section 1711.01 or 1711.02 of
the Revised Code;

2 A show or sale of livestock at the Ohio state fair;

3 A livestock show at afar or elsawhere or alivestock sale a or associated with afar or
livestock show thet is assembled for any length of time;

4) A livestock show at afair or esewhere or alivestock sdle a or associated with afair or
livestock show that includes livestock with origins outside Ohio;

(B)  "Livestock" meansany anima generdly used for food or in the production of food, including caitle,
sheep, goats, rabbits, poultry, swine, and any other animd included by the director by rules adopted
under section 901.72 of the Revised Code.

(C)  "Sponsor' meansany of the following:

Q) A county or independent agricultural society organized under section 1711.01 or 1711.02 of
the Revised Code;

3 Any other public or private entity sponsoring an exhibition.

(A)  Thereishereby crested the advisory committee on livestock exhibitions conssting of not more than
twenty-one members, as follows

Q) The director of agriculture, or the director's designee, who may be the chief of the divison of
fars
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The dtate veterinarian, or the ate veterinarian's designee;

A representative of the Ohio cattlemen's association, the Ohio purebred dairy cattle
association, the Ohio pork producers council, the Ohio poultry association, the Ohio sheep
improvement association, the Ohio fair managers association, the Ohio farm bureau federation,
the Ohio farmers union, the Ohio department of education's agricultural service, the Ohio
date universty extension, the national farmers organization, and the Ohio State grange, or their
designees. Each of these members shdl be chosen by the organization the member
represents.

The chairperson of the Ohio expositions commission, or the chairperson's designee;

Three persons who shal be gppointed by the director, each of whom shall serve as a member
of aboard of directors of a county or independent agricultural society organized under section
1711.01 or 1711.02 of the Revised Code. Of the initia appointments made by the director,
one shdl be for aterm ending on December 31, 1996; one shdl be for aterm ending on
December 31, 1997; and one shal be for aterm ending on December 31, 1998.

Not more than three additional members appointed at the option of the director. If the
director gppoints one or more additiona members, the first additiona gppointment shal be for
aterm ending on December 31, 1996, the second additiona appointment shdl befor aterm
ending on December 31, 1997, and the third additiond appointment shall be for aterm ending
on December 31, 1998.

Following the completion of the initid terms of the gppointments made by the director, each term of
office shdl be three years, commending on the first day of January and ending on the thirty-first day of
December. A member gppointed by the director shall hold office from the dete of the member's gppointment
until the end of the term for which the member was gppointed. Vacancies shdl befilled in the same manner as
the origina appointment. Any member gppointed to fill avacancy occurring prior to the expiration of the term
for which the member's predecessor was appointed shal hold office for the remainder of the unexpired term.
Any member shdl continue in office subsequent to the expiration date of the member's term until the member's
successor takes office or until a period of ninety days has eapsed, whichever occurs fird.

Members may be removed from the committee only for misfeasance, malfeasance, or nonfeasance. A
vacancy on the committee shdl not impair the right of the other membersto exercise dl of the functions of the
committee. A smple mgority condtitutes a quorum for the conduct of business of the committee. On request,
each member shal be reimbursed for the actual and necessary expenses incurred in the discharge of the
member's duties as a committee member.

(B)  Thecommittee shdl be consdered a part of the department of agriculture for the adminigtretive
purposes required by this section, including the payment of expenses authorized to each member of
the committee under this section. The director or the director's designee shadl serve as chairperson of
the committee. The director shdl designate an employee or officia of the department to act asthe
secretary of the committee. The secretary shdl keep the minutes of the committee's meetings and

apermanent journd of al meetings, proceedings, findings, determinations, and recommendations of
the committee, including an itemized statement of the expenses dlowed to each member of the
committee under this section. The committee may request from the director, and the director shall
provide, meeting space, assstance, services, and information to enable the committee to carry out its
duties.

The committee shall meet at least once annually after the fifteenth day of October and before the first
day of December. The committee may meet a other times as the chairperson or amgority of the
committee members considers appropriate, provided the chairperson gives members written notice of
any mesting a least seven days prior to the meeting.

The committee may propose rules and may advise and counsd the director on al matters reating to
the adminidration of exhibitions and any other matters that the committee and the director consider
appropriate in carrying out sections 901.71 to 901.76 of the Revised Code.

The director of agriculture, in accordance with Chapter 119. of the Revised Code, may adopt rules
for the governance and administration of exhibitions, and to provide for related food safety and the
hedth, safety, and welfare of livestock, and may adopt by reference rules adopted by other public or
private agencies such as the Ohio farm animd care commission. Rules of the director may specify
those grooming, commercia, or medicd practices that are generaly accepted within the community of
persons exhibiting livestock and may specify fase, deceptive, mideading, unethica, or unprofessond
practices that congtitute grounds for disciplinary action under section 901.74 of the Revised Code.

Rules of the director that apply to exhibition-related food safety and the hedlth, safety, and welfare of
livestock shal apply to every exhibition operated within this state and to every sponsor. A sponsor
may exempt itself from any other rules adopted by the director under this section that do not apply to
food safety or the hedlth, safety, or welfare of livestock, including, without limitation, rules for the
governance and adminigiration of exhibitions, by, not later than thirty days before the commencement
of its exhibition, filing with the director, on aform prescribed and provided by the director, alist of the
rules that shal not apply to its exhibition.

The director may provide mediation, dispute resolution, and arbitration servicesin any dispute
involving an dleged violation of arule adopted under divison (A) of this section from which the
sponsor could have exempted itself under divison (B) of this section, but chose not to.

Nothing in this section or in sections 901.73 or 901.74 of the Revised Code precludes any sponsor
from doing any of the following:

Q) Adopting rules or written policies for the governance and adminigration of its own exhibition,
including, without limitation the adoption of any rule by reference to arule adopted by other
public or private agencies,

Any such disciplinary action taken by a
sponsor in regard to its own exhibition isin addition to any disciplinary action taken by the
director under section 901.74 of the Revised Code.

Egtablishing by rule or written palicy criteriaand procedures for the reinstatement of any
person disqudified from participation in the sponsor's exhibition by a disciplinary action taken
by the sponsor and for deciding requests for reinstatement submitted under those rules.

The director of agriculture may inspect and investigate any matter involving livestock that is not
present a an exhibition, but is registered or entered in an exhibition, or raised with the
gpparent intent of being so registered or entered, when the director reasonably suspects any of
the following:

@ There has been a violation of section 901.76 or 2925.04 of the Revised Code or a
rule adopted under section 901.72 of the Revised Code;

(b) The livestock's hedlth, safety, or welfare may be threatened;
(© The livestock congtitutes athresat to or may adversdly affect food sefety.

The director may conduct random inspections and investigations regarding any matter
involving livestock present a an exhibition.

With the consent of the property owner and the livestock owner, the director or the director's
designee may enter at dl reasonable times any premises, facility, pen, yard, vehicle, or means
of conveyance for the purpose of sampling and testing livestock registered or entered in an
exhibition or raised with the apparent intent of being so registered or entered. If the director
or the director's designee is denied access to any premises, facility, pen, yard, vehicle, or
means of conveyance by the property owner or to livestock by the livestock owner, and if the
director reasonably suspects that food safety or the hedlth, safety, or welfare of livestock is
threatened, the director may apply to a court of competent jurisdiction in the county where the
premises, facility, pen, yard, vehicle, means of conveyance, or livestock are located for a
search warrant authorizing access to the premises, facility, pen, yard, vehicle, means of
conveyance, or livestock for the purposes of this section. The court shal issue the search
warrant for the purposes requested if there is probable cause to believe that livestock is
involved thet is registered or entered in an exhibition or raised with the apparent intent of being
S0 registered or entered, and that food safety or the hedlth, safety, or welfare of livestock is

threatened. Thefinding of probable cause may be based on hearsay, provided thereisa
subgtantiad basisfor beieving that the source of the hearsay is credible and that thereisa
factud basis for the information furnished.

The director may designate employees of the department of agriculture, employees of the United
States department of agriculture, licensed veterinarians, or employees or students of an gpproved or
accredited veterinary school or college to perform the inspecting, sampling, and testing. The director
may contract with |aboratories, universties, or other persons or ingtitutions, both public and private, to
perform the livestock testing.

While the director or the director's designee is sampling or testing the livestock, the owner or
custodian of the livestock shall render assistance in accordance with sections 941.05 and 941.08 of
the Revised Code. Any person who refuses to cooperate with the director or the director's designee
in the ingpection, sampling, and testing of livestock may be prohibited by the director acting under
section 901.74 of the Revised Code from participating in any exhibition.

A person may regider, enter, or exhibit at any exhibition only livestock owned by that person for the
length of time specified by rule of the director, unless one of the following applies

Q) The livestock owner suffers from arecognized physical handicap that prevents the owner from
showing the livestock;

2 The sponsor provides written permission to someone other than the livestock owner to
register, enter, or exhibit the livestock;

3 A rule of the director provides that this divison shal not gpply to an exhibition.

Any person involved in any activity in connection with exhibiting livestock a an exhibition or with
rasing livestock with the apparent intent that the livestock eventudly is to be entered in an exhibition is
subject to disciplinary action by the department of agriculture for any of the following reasons.

Q) The person has been convicted of or pleaded guilty to aviolation of section 901.76 or
2925.04 of the Revised Code, or has been found by the director of agriculture to have
tampered with or sabotaged livestock;

2 The director reasonably suspects that the person's conduct in regard to raising or exhibiting the
livestock threatens, endangers, or adversely affects food safety or the hedth, safety, or welfare
of livestock;

3 The person has refused to cooperate with the director or the director's designeein the
ingpection, sampling, and testing of livestock under section 901.73 of the Revised Code,
unless the person withheld consent to the ingpection, sampling, and testing and no search
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warrant was issued;

4 The person has violated a rule adopted by the director under section 901.72 of the Revised
Code from which the sponsor of the exhibition a which the violation occurred could have
exempted itself under that section, but chose not to.

(B) If one or more of the grounds for disciplinary action listed in divison (A)(1), (2), or (3) of this section
exig, the director, upon the director's own initiative, may conduct an adjudication in accordance with
Chapter 119. of the Revised Code and may take any disciplinary action established by the director by
rules adopted in accordance with Chapter 119. of the Revised Code. If one or more of the grounds
for disciplinary action listed in divison (A) of this section exig, the director, upon the request of a
sponsor, may conduct an adjudication in accordance with Chapter 119. of the Revised Code and may
take any disciplinary action established by the director by rules adopted in accordance with Chapter
119. of the Revised Code. Disciplinary action imposed under this section by the director may include
disquaifying the person, the person's family, members of the person's household, or any other person
associated with the activity resulting in the disciplinary action from participating in any class or with any
species of livestock in any current or future exhibition.

(C)  Thedirector, in accordance with Chapter 119. of the Revised Code, may adopt rules establishing the
criteriaand procedures for the reingtatement of any person disqudified from participationin an
exhibition as aresult of disciplinary action taken by the director under this section. Any person
disqudified by disciplinary action of the director may file awritten request with the director to seek
reinstatement after the period of disqudification ends or at any other time established by rule. Upon
the written request of the person seeking the reingtatement, the director shall conduct an adjudication
in accordance with Chapter 119. of the Revised Code.

No person shdl exhibit livestock owned or raised by another person if the person owning or raising the

livestock has been disqudified by the director of agriculture under section 901.74 of the Revised Code or has

been disqudified from exhibiting livestock by any court having jurisdiction.

(B)  No person shdl sabotage any livestock exhibited at any exhibition.

(C)  Inaddition to the penalties established in section 901.99 of the Revised Code, whoever violates
divison (A) or (B) of this section is subject to disciplinary action by the director of agriculture under
section 901.74 of the Revised Code.

(A)  Whoever violates section 901.51 of the Revised Code is guilty of amisdemeanor of the fourth degree.

(B)  Whoever violates section 901.75 or division (C) of section 901.73 of the Revised Code is gquilty of a
misdemeanor of the first degree.

(C)  Whoever violates divison (A) of section 901.76 of the Revised Code is guilty of afelony of thefourth
degree on afirg offense. On each subsequent offense, the offender is guilty of afelony of the third

If the owner of the animd or the operator of the vehicle or conveyance is unable or refuses to comply with the
permit issued under divison (C) of section 941.04 of the Revised Code, or if hecessary during a detention or
impoundment in accordance with that division, the director of agriculture or the director's authorized
representative may order the immediate daughter of the anima in accordance with division (D)(3) of section
941.10 of the Revised Code and in the manner the director determinesis most efficient, or may board or
gable the animd at alocation that can provide and care for the animd. All costs incurred as the result of a
daughter or boarding under this section shal be assessed againgt the owner of the animad, and the department
of agriculture shal provide written notice to the owner demanding reimbursement for the costs. The owner
shall reimburse the department for any such cogts it has incurred within seventy-two hours after receiving the
notice.

(A)  No person shdl administer, dispense, distribute, manufacture, possess, sell, or use any drug, other
than a controlled substance, that is not approved by the United States food and drug administration, or
the United States department of agriculture, unless one of the following applies:

Q) The United States food and drug administration has approved an gpplication for investigationa
use in accordance with the "Federa Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act," 52 Stat. 1040 (1938),
21 U.S.C.A. 301, as amended, and the drug is used only for the gpproved investigationa use;

2 The United States department of agriculture has approved an gpplication for investigationa
use in accordance with the federd "Virus-Serum-Toxin Act," 37 Stat. 832 (1913), 21
U.S.C.A. Asamended, 151, as amended, and the drug is used only for the approved
investigationd use;

3 A practitioner, other than a veterinarian, prescribes or combines two or more drugsasasingle
product for medical purposes,

4 A pharmacigt, pursuant to a prescription, compounds and dispenses two or more drugs as a
single product for medical purposes.

Q) Asused in thisdivison, "dangerous drug,” "prescription,” "sde a retail,” "wholesde digtributor
of dangerous drugs," and "termind distributor of dangerous drugs," have the meanings st forth
in section 4729.02 of the Revised Code.

2 Except as provided in division (B)(3) of this section, no person shal adminigter, dispense,
distribute, manufacture, possess, s, or use any dangerous drug to or for livestock or any
animd that is generdly used for food or in the production of food, unless the drug is
prescribed by alicensed veterinarian by prescription or other written order and the drug is
used in accordance with the veterinarian's order or direction.

3 Divison (B)(2) of this section does not apply to aregistered wholesde distributor of
dangerous drugs, alicensed termina distributor of dangerous drugs, or a person who
possesses, possesses for sale, or sdls, at retail, a drug in accordance with Chapters 3719,
4729., or 4741. of the Revised Code.

(C)  Whoever violates divison (A) or (B)(2) of this section is guilty of afelony of the fourth degree on a
first offense. On each subsequent offense, the offender is guilty of afelony of the third degree.

Section 1.
That sections 901.99 and 941.043 be amended and sections 901.70, 901.71,901.72, 901.73, 901.74,
901.75, 901.76, and 2925.04 of the Revised Code be enacted as above.

Section 2.



That existing sections 901.99 and 941.043 of the Revised Code are hereby repeal ed.

Section 3.

This act is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the
public peace, hedth, and safety. The reason for such necessity isthat livestock exhibitions are seasond, and
are largely held in May through September. For this act to have a uniform application, it must be effective at
the commencement of the exhibition season. Therefore, this act shdl go into immediate effect.
